Describe the present and original (if known) physical appearance

The Hackberry Creek bridge is located 13 miles west and 11 miles north of Jetmore on
a county road. It is a single span open spandrel arch, 93 feet long and 20 feet wide curb
to curb. The roadway is situated 25 feet 9 inches above normal water level. The bridge
is in excellent condition.

The bridge consists of two reinforced concrete arch rings springing from and disposed
between two reinforced concrete abutments. A series of reinforced concrete spandrel posts
rising from the arch rings support the roadway deck. Reinforced concrete posts positioned
along both sides of the floor line support a metal pipe railing.
